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Chi Am Circle Launches 2017 Scholarship Program to Include
Scholarships for Autism Spectrum Disorder Students

For the past 40 years, Chi Am Circle & Scholarship Program for Asian American high school graduating seniors has focused on
students who were planning to attend an accredited two - or four -year college. The majority of the scholarships awarded will
continue to be for these college -bound applicants.

However, Chi Am Circle believes that every stu dent, regardless of ability or assets, deserves to be recognized. Newly established
for 2017, Chi Am Circle will be expanding its Scholarship Program mission to extend recognition s cholarship awards to Autism
Spectrum Disorder (ASD) students based on special gifts, talents, skills, ach ievements or academics. These awards will provide

funds to support further schooling, training, and education.

A separate application and selection process for ASD applicants is being finalized. ASD applications will be included in our
Scholarship Program application announcement and website links to local high school and community college counselors. Also,
information will be sent to community -based organizations working with ASD students.

ASD Applicants must meet allt he following requirements:
1 Current high school senior student on diploma path or
Student on an Individual Education Plan (IEP) and Certificate of Completion path under 22 years of age
1 Autism Spectrum Disorder (DSM -5 diagnosis)
1 Be a U.S. Citizen or legal resident
1 Reside in Santa Clara County, California or be the child/grandchild of a Chi Am member
1 Be of Asian descent as defined by the California Dept. of Education,
http://www.cde.ca.gov/ds/dc/es/refaq.asp#ql
1 Qualify by one of the following paths
1) Enhancement of a special gift, talent, skill, or achievement - OR -
2) Provide educational pathway plans (i.e., college ( 2 year or 4 year),
vocational training, internship, apprenticeship)

All awardees must attend the annual sch  olarship dinner to receive their award. If they wish to do so, ASD awardees have the
option to make a 1 minute speech before receiving their awards. The dinner will be held in mid -May at a venue in Santa Clara
County.

A separate Scholarship Sponsorship ca tegory for Scholarships for ASD Students has already been set up, and funding for these
ASD Scholarships is currently available.

The ASD Selection Committee includes Sylvia Eng, Gerrye Wong, Liza Wong, Pearl Lee, and Teddy Sue. We are grateful for and
deeply appreciate the guidance of Pearl & son, Dr. Lance Lee, in helping us set up the initial application process and format and
for his continuing support and encouragement. Members interested in serving on the ASD Selection Committee are asked to
contact Sylvia Eng ( scrseng@gmail.com) or Liza Wong (liza.wong@earthlink.net).

9Be college-bound and be able to show proof of acceptance to an
accredited junior or four -year college (Exception: If you are a
special needs student, as defined by Section 504 of the
Education Code, you may attend vocational t raining.)

9Be of Asian descent as defined by CA Dept. of Education,
http://www.cde.ca.gov/ds/dc/ es/refaq.asp#ql

The deadline is earlier this year than in past years. It is March 10, 2017. Please encourage any high school seniors
who meet the above requirements to apply.
